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Day 4 — Visit Machu Picchu!

We take an early morning Vistadome train ride through
the breathtaking Sacred Valley to Aguas Calientes, gateway
to Machu Picchu. From town, we take a bus up the
mountain to enter the Historic Sanctuary of Machu Picchu,
the most iconic archaeological marvel of the Inca
civilization.

After a relaxing lunch we take the Vistadome train back to
Ollantaytambo.

Following this experience, we’ll return to Antigua
Casona in Cusco. The rest of the day is yours to
explore the vibrant arts district of San Blas, take a
stroll through the historic Plaza de Armas, or
discover nearby sites like Sacsayhuaman and the
bustling San Pedro Market. If you’d like, I’'m happy to

help plan any activities or tours. Alternatively, you
might choose to unwind at our hotel’s serene spa with a massage or other treatment.
